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Morning Worship with BCPC – Epiphany Season, the 3rd Sunday
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Some thoughts on Psalm 40
Psalm 40 is typical of a song of thanks because it:

• Describes the time of crisis and how the psalmist asked 
God for help (verses 1-3)

• Praises God (verses 4-6)
• Describes the help that God gave (verses 7-10)

In regard to Psalm 40, the opening verse is mistranslated in most
versions. It should not say, “I waited patiently.” The prayers for help cry
out, “How long?!” “I waited and waited” is both a more literal and more
faithful translation.

The other thing that should be noted is that the psalm calls for
testimony: “I have spoken of your faithfulness and your salvation” (verse
10). When we receive God’s aid, the “thank you note” that God desires is
that we tell others where they, too, can find God.

The songs of thanksgiving are reorientation psalms because they are the
songs of praise that are sung by those who have walked the darkest
valleys, stood in the midst of the shaking mountains, experienced life
when the bottom drops out.

Life will never be the same. But God met these sufferers in the depths of
their sufferings. And they have a simple message: God found me. Praise
the Lord.
